Requirements 

• Needle and thread 

• Sideoats grama 

• Buffalograss 

• Switchgrass 

• Galleta  

• Akali sacaton 

2. The remaining 20% should be species native to Colorado according to the USDA Plants 

Database (plants.usda.gov) 

3. Smooth brome and crested wheatgrass are not allowed. 

4. Up to 10% of a sterile cover crop may be included for quick germination and soil 

stabilization. Recommended sterile cover crops include Quickguard triticale, sterile white 

oat, Proso millet.
